Requirements for Eligibility:
= Between 16 and 18 before beginning of exchange
= Currently attending high school, and maintaining a C average or higher
= Maturity and motivation for an academic exchange in the Great Britain
= Application approval by NWSE

What is included in my program costs?
= Processing of program applications
= Room and board with a carefully selected host family
= Supervision by a local representative in Great Britain
= Enrollment in a secondary school in Great Britain
= Pre-departure orientation by NWSE representative
= Pickup at arrival airport
= Arrival orientation by a local representative

What is not included in my program costs?
= Roundtrip airfare
= Visa-related costs and passport fees
= Health insurance and liability coverage
School supplies
Spending money for personal expenses (approx. $250 to $300 per month for duration of program)
= Transportation cost from host community to departure airport (if needed)
Optional “Plus Programme” orientation camp in London (approx. $600)
Optional tours and excursions
